
Overhead sign structures indicated in the plans are depicted as being mounted to either 
“cantilever structures” or “sign bridge structures” with supports and foundations installed 
outside of the roadway shoulders.  If any specified overhead signs fall within the limits of a 
highway bridge structure rather than a roadway section, the signs and supports shall be designed 
and mounted onto and above the highway bridge structure in close proximity as defined in the 
signing plans.  The highway bridge shall be designed to accommodate the addition of the sign 
and structure.
