The Department has implemented new design guidance for inlet spacing of SCDOT Type
25 catch basins used in freeway applications. A hydraulic study has been conducted for the Type
25 catch basin and an inlet spacing design aid has been developed based on hydraulic capacity of
the grate. The SCDOT Type 25 Design Aid is an excel spreadsheet that allows the user to space
catch basins as a function of the maximum allowable spread based on roadway geometry and
rainfall data.
